Examples: teaching evaluations, “customer service” surveys.

If, at a future date, an opportunity will arise to contribute previously collected survey data to a new

project producing generalizable knowledge, an application for IRB review would be required before

the data could be released to the new project.
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Fact-collecting interviews focus on things, products, or policies, rather than on people or their

opinions. Example: canvassing librarians about inter-library loan policies or rising journal costs
